At first, Madalitso’s
grandma’s beer brewing venture was thriving and played a crucial role
in supporting her primary school education. However, Madalitso’s
grandmother eventually had to stop this business, and the family could
no longer afford to send Madalitso to school. With help from PWS&D,
the Blantyre Synod Education Department’s Neno scholarship program
allowed Madalitso to re-enroll, enabling her to dream of a brighter
future.
